HIGHWAY PUBLIC TOILETS ON THE MOMBASA KISUMU / MALABA / BUSIA CAMPAIGN-KENYA
Open defecation is one of the leading causes in the increase in the number of typhoid and diarrhea cases in Kenya. 
Open defecation on the highways is a major problem which needed to be addressed urgently.
The highway toilet centers will also offer other services like HIV testing and counseling and the public toilets will help deal in containing cases of diarrhea and typhoid. We are committed to eradicating communicable diseases in the next five years and are working on how to dispose pampers which had turned out to be public nuisance.
Around 1000 of the 3,949 villages in the country have been declared open defecation free. 
AIM: The campaign aimed at sensitizing travellers resident communities on proper hygiene and had seen the number of sanitation related diseases drop significantly. We will train 2000 public health officers who will be tasked with training residents on the use of sanitation as one way of eradication communicable diseases. The project will be able to reduce diarrhea and typhoid cases by 75 percent and we seek to have them eliminated in the country.
